Thousands of hectares of land in the south-western districts of the state is affected with dual problem of
underground water salinity and water-logging and hence, is unfit for agriculture. However, water although
saline, is abundant in these areas. This water can be potentially utilized for expansion of aquaculture sector
in the State.
